The Turbine Dropper posts are designed to automatically self-adjust to account for changes in air temperature. However, when riding in
extreme hot or cold temperatures relative to where the bike is stored, the post may not always function optimally. In these cases you will
need to do a quick manual equalize (or reset) of the post’s brake at riding temperature

FREE PLAY
To do this, first ensure your cable tension is set so there is a Next, push the lever all the way until you feel the cable stop and
slight amount of free play at the lever (1-2mm). hold it there for a few seconds.
